MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING 

Dave Hathaway read the minutes from the Spring 2006 Meeting held in Port Washington, Wisconsin.

TRUSTEE REPORT

Dave Hathaway read the report of the area Trustee.

Dave’s report was approved.  Motion Joe DePoorter and seconded by Gary Welsch

PRESIDENTS REPORT

Mark addressed the hurried presentation given by MISO during the classroom portion of this fall meeting on September 14 and questioned whether MISO should be invited back to further discuss the Market rules.  All in attendance found this to be a good idea.  It was agreed that MISO should be invited back for the Spring 2007 meeting.

Mark stated that while the WUMS Area of APDA is a tax-exempt organization, our rooms for the meetings do not qualify to be tax exempt.  To qualify, we would need to be 100% for education.  Having been written in 1946, the purpose and goal of the APDA do not qualify for 501C status of the IRS.

There was a discussion on paying the expense of these meetings.  For the Fall meeting, the total cost was approximately $3000.00.  $500.00 came from the National dues.  $1000.00 came from the $25 meeting fee.  The remainder, approximately $1500.00 was paid by the sponsor of the meeting, WPS.  Should the meeting fee be raised for future meetings.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

The WUMS portion of the APDA website is not working.

Neil Hermus reintroduced the staggering of the election of officers so as to maintain the continuity of efforts as new leadership begins.  All officers currently serve a three year term (the bylaws allow for a 1, 2 or 3 year term).  Open discussion brought the suggestion of randomly selecting to extend the term of one or two of the current officer(s).  Bill Hoesly will write a proposal for the staggering/rotation of officers to be offered for approval at the Spring meeting.

NEW BUSINESS 

Dave Hathaway addressed the division of the secretary-treasurer officer position.  Separation of treasurer and secretary position approved.  Motion - Neil Hermus, Seconded - Gary Welsch

With the creation of a secretary position, the process to elect was discuss.  Mark Bablitch plans to send out information for nomination through email.  The voting for the election of the secretary will also be done through email so that the position will be filled prior to the Spring meeting.

The description of the duties of the Secretary-Treasurer was read by Dave Hathaway. (This can be found online on the APDA website, bylaws). The question was raised of whether the bylaws would have to be amended by the National chapter of APDA to accommodate the formation of separate positions or is it possible that two names could be listed after the secretary - treasurer position title rather than separately listing the positions.  Dave Hathaway will ask about this at the National level, however, other chapters of APDA already have the separation of the two offices so the assumption is no amendment will be necessary.  

Dues at the National level have been reduced to $11.0 from $16.0.  Keeping the dues at the current amount, rather than reducing them, could be used to defray the cost of training for the sponsoring entity.  

Motion to hold dues at current rate - Laurie Dunham, Seconded - Greg Adamczyk,  Motion carried.

Bill Hoesly offered the idea of using the additional dues collected to build the WUMS fund balance to $5000.00 in the event of any contingency.  This money could also be used to help fund the expenses of the officers.   There was also a discussion that, along with the $500.0 given by the National chapter of APDA to help cover the meeting expense, to use $500.0 from the WUMS chapter.  Motion made by Neil Hermus for the additional $500 to come from the WUMS chapter - Seconded by Joe DePoorter.

Concern was expressed on the number of officers at meetings and whether there should be a specific number of officers that need to be in attendance.  After a brief discussion, it was suggested that elected officers need to put forth a great effort to attend, as it is their responsibility upon acceptance of these elected positions.

Mark stated that other areas of APDA offer 10 CEHs at each of their meetings, whereas we offer 6 CEHs.  The question arose as to whether or not we in WUMS would want to increase the CEH offer at our meetings.  It has also been noticed that there is a substantial drop in attendance from training CEH portion to the APDA chapter meeting portion.  A suggestion was made by Mark to reconfigure the agenda of these meetings in an attempt to increase attendance at the chapter meetings.  There was a discussion on the possible creation of a Training Committee.  The committee, ideally comprised of a member from each member company, would have the responsibility of scheduling the training for meetings.  

NEXT MEETING 

ATC-Cottage Grove will sponsor the Spring 2007 APDA meeting, tentatively set for May 3 and 4.  Information will be sent out as it is made available.
