Spring 2007 Area Meeting

Trustee’s Report
May 11, 2007

The APDA National meeting was held in Denver, Colorado from September 19-21, 2006.  It was co-hosted by the Northwest and Southwest Areas.  
National Board of Trustees Meeting

· There was discussion on the UMW area having it’s own tax id.  The UMW has had the id for some time.  The history of how this occurred is not known.  Concerns were expressed with other areas trying to get tax ids because of how the APDA was incorporated.  The National Treasurer was going to research it further.
· Area financial data continues to be an issue for the National.  It was decided that:

· Area financial data needs to be submitted to the National by 1/31 of each year.  The National Treasurer will create a spreadsheet to get consistent data from the Areas

· The Area Treasurer should forward the spreadsheet to the Area President for verification.  The President should review and then forward it on to the National.

· Area President should have access to the Area bank accounts.  This would include being on the mailing list for statements.

· I raised the question about splitting the Secretary/Treasurer position into 2 and whether the bylaws allowed.  The consensus was the bylaws as currently written do not preclude the position being split.

Technical Sessions provided 9 CEHs.  The sessions were:
· Functional Model Update

· Restoration Philosophies

· Control Performance Standards

· Short Term Wind Forecasting by Tesla Forecasting

· Power Generation by Applied Professional Training

· Power Transfer and Stability by Applied Professional Training

Southwest Area Meeting

· SW Area Vice President is responsible for ensuring meetings occur.  Coordinates with the host company to set up and run the meetings.
· SW Area voted to keep dues the same (despite the decrease in National dues) in order to provide CEH training.

· Consideration was given to raise dues above the $21 to provide more training.  This was tabled for discussion at their spring meeting.

· SW Area meetings run $6-7k per meeting.  Typical charge is $150/person.

National Meeting

· National Funds are $117,257.10

· There are a total of 1474 members (955 Regular and 115 Lifetime)

· WUMs area needs to report members by active and lifetime.  

· Motion was made and carried to raise the funds from the National for local meetings to $1000 per meeting.  This will be in effect January 2007.

· It was proposed to have an all Area meeting in the fall of 2008 in Las Vegas.  I expressed concern with having to have our Area meeting in Las Vegas because of the cost of travel.  It would greatly reduce the participation.  The UMW Area Trustee expressed similar concerns.  It was decided to continue planning an all Area meeting but it would be voluntary for the Areas to participate.  My suggestion is to have our Area meeting in Wisconsin but encourage members to attend.

The next National Meeting will be held June 19th – 21st in Portland, OR.  I will be representing the WUMs Area at the meeting.
