There have been two National Meetings since the last WUMs Area meeting.
National Meeting – hosted by Bonneville Power Administration
June 19-21, 2007 Portland, Oregon

· National Treasurer reported that the National will be required to file with the IRS on an annual basis.  It will not need to pay taxes but accuracy of reporting in order to avoid penalties is important.

· Deadline for National Scholarship applications has been move to April 1 of each year.  

· A request was received to post job openings on the National website.  It was decided that Areas could post if desired but the National would not.

· Discussion continued on an all area meeting in the fall of 2008.  WUMs & UMW restated their positions that they may participate but not as areas.

· National APDA is now a member of EPCE.  EPCE is trying to provide training for system operators.  It has been pointed out to EPCE that they will need to provide CEH similar to Bismark in order to gain participation.

· The National Treasurer reports that the Areas tend to submit checks piecemeal as they receive payments from their members.  It would be his preference to receive a single check with the end of year report in January of each year.  It was decided that starting next year, the Areas would not send it’s 2007 dues until the end of year report was submitted by January, 2008.  This will simplify reporting for both the National Treasurer and Areas.

· The Scholarship fund is now self-funding.  It did lose some since the last meeting due to stock market performance.
· There was discussion on the lack of use of the Promotional Fund.  After some discussion, it was decided to have the Board of Trustees discuss by conference call and provide ideas at the next National Meeting.

· There are 1359 regular and 115 life members for a total of 1474.

· A suggestion was raised on whether the National should give an endowment to Gonzaga University.  Gonzaga is building a new building for training of System Operators and Engineers.  After discussion, it was decided to not provide an endowment.  This was due to the fact there are other institutions doing similar things as Gonzaga, namely Bismarck & Clemson.  Individual Areas are free to provide endowments or support as they choose.

· The Northwest Area passed a motion to allow an endowment of up to $3000 to Gonzaga.

Technical Session:

· EOP training on Gonzaga’s Simulator was provided by Robin Podmore of SOS, International.

· Avista Utilities Reliability Compliance Specialist, Crystal Musselman, presented a session on Avista having 3 audits in 3 months.
The next National Meeting is tentatively scheduled for June 17th – 18th in Portland, OR.

There are plans for an all-hands meeting in the fall of 2008 in Las Vegas.  At this point, the NW and SW Areas will hold their area meetings at that time.  It hasn’t been determined if the SE will hold it’s first National Meeting there.  The UMW and WUMs Areas have previously indicated they would not hold it’s area meetings at that time. More details will be forthcoming.
