Discussion
· New Zealand/Australia APDA Clone
· As previously reported, an APDA clone is being established in New Zealand/Australia.  Their first meeting will be in March of 2012.  
· National Officers

· Nick Nicholson Scholarship UBS Fund
· In order to preserve the initial $50,000 gift, it was decided to move the funds in excess of $50,000 to a secure savings account to be used as working capital.  The Board of Trustees will decide each year on the number of scholarships to award based on the performance of the fund.

· National Ambassador at Large

· James Ford is the only currently active Ambassador at Large.  The position is primarily to promote the organization.  However, having James being active helps maintain continuity when the National moves between areas.  James was absent from the meeting due to health reasons.  It was suggested the issue of the number of Ambassadors at Large be revisited.  Discussion centered on encouraging existing Ambassadors to become active or consider nominating new Ambassadors.  This will be visited at a future date.

· National APDA Outstanding Service Award

· There were three nominations for National Outstanding Service Award recipients.  

· The nominees were:  Michele Wynne from the Southwest Area, Johnny Boy Morris, II of the Southeast Area and Mark Bablitch from the WUMs Area.

· After some discussion it was decided that all three were very worthy of the award and will be presented at the next National Meeting.
Technical Sessions
· Technical training was provided on Load Forecasting (Tesla Forecasting Solutions), Situational Awareness (Primate Technologies), Protection and Control for System Operators (Grid Service) and Energy Production and Transfer (Alabama Power Company) for a total of 12 CEH.
