TRUSTEE REPORT

Dave Hathaway read the report of the area Trustee.

Dave’s report was approved.  Motion Darrel Yohnk and seconded by Joe Cooper
PRESIDENTS REPORT

Mark addressed “going Green” 
There was discussion about future generation sources that will comply with state and federal laws that require renewable resources used to generate electricity and the effects of a “Carbon Tax”.  A discussion followed.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

The WUMS portion of the APDA website is not working.  Mark Nemetz will find the problem and fix it.  Don Splinter requested to have past meeting minutes posted to the site.  Mark B will work with Mark N to get past meeting minutes, treasures reports and trustee’s reports posted on the web. Don also requested a paper copy of the minutes and all reports to be handed out at the meetings.
Jim Maenner stated a few action items were missed from the fall meeting.  Hopefully filling the Secretary / Treasurer position will keep that from happening in the future.

The staggering of the election of Officers issue was one that was missed.  No one told Bill Hoesly he was to write a proposal for staggering/rotation of officers to be offered for approval at the spring meeting.

A motion was made by Niel Hermus and seconded by Steve Heller to extend the VP’s term by 1.5 years.  This would make the election of VP align with the election of the Secretary Treasurer.  Darrel Yohnk reminded everyone that the bylaws will allow for terms between 1 and 3 years, not 4.5 years.  The motion was amended by Niel Hermus and seconded by Darrel to have a fall election for the VP position.  That would be a two year term for Bill and a term of 2.5 years for the next VP.  This will result in fall 2008 elections for the Trustee and President Positions and spring 2010 for elections of VP and Secretary.
At the fall meeting, a motion was approved to split the Secretary / Treasurer position.  A discussion about recombining the positions ended with a motion  by Niel Hermus and seconded by Steve Heller to recombine them due to lack of nominees to fill both positions.  

NEW BUSINESS 

Nominations and elections for a new Secretary/Treasurer were held.

It has also been noticed that there is a substantial drop in attendance from training CEH portion to the APDA chapter meeting portion.  A suggestion was made to reconfigure the agenda of these meetings in an attempt to increase attendance at the chapter meetings.  
Don Splinter suggested contacting all dispatchers in the state to let them know we are holding biannual meetings.  Dispatchers from the following companies will be contacted.  MPU, DPC, ALTE, MISO RDG’s – Mark.  City of Marquette, EXCEL Energy Eau-Clair – Don.  Kaukauna Utilities and Menasha Utilities - Darrel.

There was a discussion about creating a committee to help plan the fall meeting.  The committee, ideally comprised of a member from each member company, would have the responsibility of setting up the fall meeting.  Increasing attendance at the meeting will be part of the focus of this group.  

NEXT MEETING 

Details will be determined by the planning committee.  Manitowoc WI was suggested as the location of the next meeting to tour the new MPU power plant.  Mark will contact MPU to verify our invitation for a tour is still open.  Dates discussed were in September.  The fall meeting will not have a formal sponsor.  The fees collected will pay for the entire meeting.  Information will be sent out as it is made available.
